Autumn term Curriculum

This term in year 6 the children will be
completing their learning based around the
theme Africa. In geography lessons they will
learn about Nigeria and history will be learning
about the Ancient Kingdom of Benin which was
situated in Nigeria. They will learn about society,
trade and the chronology of the Kingdom. In
Autumn 2 they will link their geography lessons
to South Africa and then learn about Apartheid
and Nelson Mandela in history. Their writing,
music and art lessons will be linked to their
Africa theme.
